Notice of Width Restriction 
From the State of Nebraska 
Department of Roads 

Attention:  Custom harvesters traveling from North Dakota, South Dakota, Kansas, Oklahoma 

and Texas . . . via route US-183. 

Location:  Highway 183, Ref. Post 47.20, two-lane bridge over the Platte River in 

Buffalo County. 

Restrictions:  12’ width limit.  Custom harvesters will not be able to transport their combines 

over the bridge. 

Timeline:  From March 2006 to late October 2006. 

Scope of Work:  The bridge will be remodeled with single lane traffic only across the bridge, 

controlled by traffic signals. 

Detour:  Harvesters using Highway 183 should detour east or west on Highway 6 south of the 

project, and Highway 30 or Highway 2 north of the project.  Width restriction signs will be posted 

at these locations prior to the width restriction starting in early March.  No established detour 

route will be assigned.  The signs will state use alternate route.
