Temporary Closure of NW 48th & Highway 34 Intersection 

 Construction work is scheduled to begin January 8th on NW 48th, in Lincoln, from the 

Highway 34 intersection south to West Fletcher Avenue, according to the Nebraska Department 

of Roads. 

 Dobson Brothers Construction Inc. of Lincoln has the $12,430,182 contract for 

reconstruction of Highway 34 and 79. 

 NW 48th will be closed from Highway 34 south to West Fletcher Avenue.  Through traffic 

will be detoured via NW 31st, Airpark Road, NW 38th, and West Cumming, for approximately 

seven months.  A new bridge will be built over Elk Creek, and the NW 48th St. intersection will 

be reconstructed to its new alignment with Highway 34. 

 Work on NW 48th Street is anticipated to be completed by the end of July 2007.  The 

remaining work on the Highway 34 project is anticipated to be completed by the end of August. 

 The Department of Roads’ manager for this project is Ryan Hobelman.

Information Open House Jan. 24 for Improvements to Hwy. 92 West of Scottsbluff 
 The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on 

Wednesday, January 24, regarding construction of a highway viaduct on Nebraska Highway 92 

west of Scottsbluff.  The open house will be held from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. MST, at the Hampton 

Inn, 301 West Hwy. 26, in Scottsbluff. 

 Constructing the proposed viaduct about two miles west of Scottsbluff will provide a 

bridge for highway traffic over the Union Pacific Railroad tracks, located about ½ mile west of 

the North Platte River.  The two-lane highway viaduct will be constructed on new alignment just 

south of the existing Nebraska 92 alignment.  The existing highway rail crossing will be closed 

upon completion of construction. 

 Traffic will be maintained on Nebraska 92 during construction.  Temporary roadways 

around work zones may be required during some phases of construction.  A temporary detour 

may be required for local traffic on Old Oregon Trail county road during some phases. 

 Purchase of about 21 acres of land as additional highway right-of-way will be required 

for the project.  One business property near the Ridgeway intersection with Nebraska 92 also 

must be acquired.  The department’s Relocation Assistance Program will be available. 

 Construction will impact an estimated two acres of wetland areas and mitigation will be 

required.  Replacement wetlands will be established either along the project or at a certified 

mitigation bank in the area.  Construction also will encroach on the Fort Mitchell Historic Site. 

 Upon completion of the highway project, about ½ mile of the former Nebraska 92 

alignment will be relinquished to Scotts Bluff County for use as an access road. 

 Personnel from the Department of Roads will be available to visit one-on-one about the 

project.  Displays will be available for public inspection, and NDOR personnel will receive 

comments and questions.  No formal presentation is planned. 

 Preliminary plans will be available for review at the NDOR District 5 Office, 514 Main St., 

in Bridgeport, and at the Roadway Design Division, 1500 Highway 2, in Lincoln.  Information 

also is available through the Highway Projects link on the NDOR Internet homepage at 

www.dor.state.ne.us.
